Of all the possible Christian values 
which are relevant to His church, divine 
thankfulness has a most significant 
effect upon one’s life (Psalm 100). 
While there are many godly values 
which underpin one’s life that are 
particularly Christian in origin — living 
a life of gratitude produces great fruit; 
bearing in mind that Christian values 
are transmitted by spiritual osmosis 
during hours spent in earnest with 
God. For Christians, agape type love is 

the foundational Christian value—it 
lies at the root of all others (Colossians 
2:2). Out of it should flow a river of 
thankfulness leading us to deeper 
waters. For Christians, time with Trinity 
produces a generosity of heart, and is a 
practical outworking of thankfulness—
thankfulness for God’s love for us. A 
thankful Christian is a caring disciple 
demonstrating faith, hope and love 
throughout all spiritual activities, with 
empathy for others, and a reverence for 

God revealed in every aspect of daily 
living (Hebrews 12:28). I argue here for 
Christ, that possessing a spirit of divine 
thankfulness indicates the subjective 
intensity of straining toward the object 
from which it originated, bringing the 
creature in tune with the Creator.  Divine 
thankfulness draws us from the desert 
of self-obsession and frees us from the 
graves of silenced praise.

Squash Casserole
Ingredients:

6 cups summer squash, sliced  

    (or mix with zucchini)

¼ onion, chopped

1 can condensed cream of chicken soup

1 cup sour cream

1 cup shredded carrots

½ cup melted butter or margarine

8 oz. pkg. herb seasoned stuffing mix

Parmesan cheese

Directions:

1) Cook squash and onion in boiling 

salted water for five minutes and drain

2) Combine soup and sour cream, add 

shredded carrots, fold in cooked squash 

and onions

3) In separate bowl, mix stuffing and ½ cup 

melted butter, spread ½ of stuffing mixture 

into bottom of 12″ x 7″ baking dish

4) Spoon vegetables on top, sprinkle 

remaining stuffing mixture on top

5) Sprinkle on parmesan cheese

6) Bake at 350° for 30-40 minutes or 

until golden brown
